Seven months of each year 
Ghiorghi is in the van carrying equipment for 
summer camps, distributing food to the elderly 
and shoes to the orphans.  He and the national 
missionaries take the van into unreached 
villages loaded with musical instruments for 
evangelistic meetings.  It is a critical tool for the 
ministry.  Gracious U.S. partners have 
committed $6000 down-payment toward the 
cost of a newer 9-passenger van.  We still need 
to raise $32,000 by summer.  If you can hop on 
board the van to transform nations, praise the 
Lord! 
 
 Our own children are anxious for summer 
as well.  Nicoleta will undergo a major surgery 
on her face this summer (her 26th), so please 
keep her in your prayers.  David needs a second 
surgery on his eyes.  Despite these momentary 
obstacles, they look forward to going to the 
summer camps with us and renewing 
friendships.  These are our “family missionary 

journeys” and we are always excited to see their spiritual growth.
